The root cause of the conflict in Ukraine is linked to Washington’s belief that the US is

exceptional and the contention that this supposedly justifies its dominance, Russian Foreign

Minister Sergey Lavrov has said.

American officials believe the US is “an exceptional nation, unlike any other in the world,” and

that it has a duty to lead, because otherwise “there will be chaos.”

Lavrov cited an opinion piece by Jake Sullivan, national security adviser to President Joe Biden,

which was published in The Atlantic magazine in 2019.

“No vision of American exceptionalism can succeed if the United States does not defeat the

emerging vision that emphasizes ethnic and cultural identity,” he wrote at the time. The phrase

referred to US domestic politics and how it affects the “core purpose of American foreign

policy.”

Lavrov called the remark “terrible” because it denies other peoples “the right to remember their

history.” The US government applies this principle globally, he suggested.

“Just like they melted in a pot everyone who arrived in America, they now want to melt everyone

else, so they essentially become Americans,” the minister said.

“This exceptionalism, this absolute conviction of their infallibility and superiority – I am certain

that it is the main reason why we are now confronting the nations that wage a proxy war against

us through the Kiev regime.”

you arrange your defense in company groups of 100 men.

you keep 100 in reserve, 50 of which are officers and signalers etc. You have 300 men directly

defending the expected firing line. You have nines and some wire. You’ve even got artillery and a

helicopter or two, a 2omm and 35mm cannon.

Typically your enemy might attack that with 1200 men. 3:1.

400 of the enemy will drive toward the strong point behind a reconnaissance screen of 50 men.

So you eventually develop a 1:1 firefight where you men are fixed fighting the enemy directly.



200 of the enemy might be sent to infiltrate and outflank to the right and another 200 infiltrate

to the left. This would begin enveloping your strong point.

At this point you are taking casualties. Your 300 men are reduced to 150 effectives. their 400 are

down to 200. But YOU are getting progressively surrounded.

Let’s say that the enemy find the left to be vulnerable and sends in the remaining 400 men to

strengthen the envelopment on that side. You’ve got your 100 man reserve to block them and

stop that side from being overrun. This includes you, your officers and signalers moving forward

in a fluid situation breaking cover at times to tactically attack here and there. your 100 men are

now fighting 600 attackers in one area. You lose 50 of 100 your men and they lose 100 men of

this 600, KIA. There goes your reserve and your command and control HQ. Your surviving 200

men are now virtually surrounded by 900. Some of the officers are dead.

that’s now approx a 4:1 advantage, where you started with a 3:1 ratio.

You’d probably consider retreating from this strongpoint with your remaining men or surrender.

This kind of a scenario is hardly unusual. You’ve taken 50% KIA and are isolated. You leave and

the victor entrenches the area for an impending counter attack with his 800 survivors. You

would want to counter attack with no less than 2200 men at a 3:1 ratio if you’ve got the strategic

reserves.

BTW When the British Parachute Regiment attacked at Goose Green it was a “Human Wave” of

Light Infantry at Battalion strength vs a Brigade of heavily armed Argentinian Marines who’d

methodically dug in and had both artillery and air support from the airstrip they were

defending.

So, a determined, even lightly armed inferior small unit can smash up and force the surrender of

a much larger better supplied superior opponent. You don’t even need 3 men to an opponent’s 1.

Let’s say for the sake of argument that you are defending a strongpoint with 400 men.

you arrange your defense in company groups of 100 men.

you keep 100 in reserve, 50 of which are officers and signalers etc. You have 300 men directly

defending the expected firing line. You have nines and some wire. You’ve even got artillery and a

helicopter or two, a 2omm and 35mm cannon.

Typically your enemy might attack that with 1200 men. 3:1.

400 of the enemy will drive toward the strong point behind a reconnaissance screen of 50 men.

So you eventually develop a 1:1 firefight where you men are fixed fighting the enemy directly.



200 of the enemy might be sent to infiltrate and outflank to the right and another 200 infiltrate

to the left. This would begin enveloping your strong point.

At this point you are taking casualties. Your 300 men are reduced to 150 effectives. their 400 are

down to 200. But YOU are getting progressively surrounded.

Let’s say that the enemy find the left to be vulnerable and sends in the remaining 400 men to

strengthen the envelopment on that side. You’ve got your 100 man reserve to block them and

stop that side from being overrun. This includes you, your officers and signalers moving forward

in a fluid situation breaking cover at times to tactically attack here and there. your 100 men are

now fighting 600 attackers in one area. You lose 50 of 100 your men and they lose 100 men of

this 600, KIA. There goes your reserve and your command and control HQ. Your surviving 200

men are now virtually surrounded by 900. Some of the officers are dead.

that’s now approx a 4:1 advantage, where you started with a 3:1 ratio.

You’d probably consider retreating from this strongpoint with your remaining men or surrender.

This kind of a scenario is hardly unusual. You’ve taken 50% KIA and are isolated. You leave and

the victor entrenches the area for an impending counter attack with his 800 survivors. You

would want to counter attack with no less than 2200 men at a 3:1 ratio if you’ve got the strategic

reserves.

BTW When the British Parachute Regiment attacked at Goose Green it was a “Human Wave” of

Light Infantry at Battalion strength vs a Brigade of heavily armed Argentinian Marines who’d

methodically dug in and had both artillery and air support from the airstrip they were

defending.

So, a determined, even lightly armed inferior small unit can smash up and force the surrender of

a much larger better supplied superior opponent. You don’t even need 3 men to an opponent’s 1.

Even with their C/O Col H getting killed in the first exchanges of

fire the attackers won.

Just 10% of the amount squandered on the US interference in Korea and Vietnam could have

meaningfully boosted Social Security benefits every year during those decades.

Just 10% of the amount squandered on the invasions and occupations of Iraq, Afghanistan, and

Syria could have paid for a larger increase in benefits every year during these past 32 years —

without borrowing or “printing” money.

The US regime is also spending about $200 billion per year on overseas bases. If they closed,

say, 85% of those bases over a 5- or 10-year period, the savings would be enough to stop raising

the retirement age.

I’ll suggest that SocSec benefits are already too low, and the cost-of-living adjustments often do

not keep up with the honestly calculated rate of inflation. “Reform” that further raises the

retirement age would be cruel and unnecessary — let alone “reform” that keeps benefits lagging

behind inflation.

Social Security benefits should be INCREASED and the age for at least partial benefits

DEcreased.

As you know, the “Social Security payroll tax” — actually the OASDI component of FICA — is

6.2% on employees, plus another 6.2% for employer or self-employed. But that 6.2% tax doesn’t

apply to the income of the elites. This year, 2023, the tax stops applying after about $160,000.

A fairer and more fiscally sustainable measure would be to apply that 6.2% tax to all household

income above $2 million per year (indexed amply for inflation).

And by the way, I’d rather have our taxes spent helping older Americans (US citizens) through

Social Security and Medicare than murdering and dominating people far abroad who are not

harming us. Yes, we should spend more of the budget on non-military than military.

It can be a GREAT thing if the federal budget is spent mostly on helping the great majority of US

citizens directly … rather than enriching a tiny number of people who are executives, lobbyists

or major shareholders of military contractors and sending other people’s sons back in a body

bag or maimed and traumatized.

Stop the wars and occupations. Close 700 bases far from our borders. Cut the military and its

lobby down to size. There’s already enough federal revenue available to take better care of

America’s oldest generations without borrowing or inflationary money-printing — we just need

to wrest it back from the murderers-for-hire.

You can estimate it yourself, it is not difficult, you can do it, it is simple estimation of the

number of killed in a phase of the war and adding. Thus, let’s so it.

Feb 4 days (i.e. from 24 to 28)



March 31 days



April 39 days.

That is 4+31+30=65 days, In this time the highest daily MIA for Ukraine were 100. We can

estimate that the average KIA during this time was c. 50. We get 65*50=3,250 dead.

May 31 days,



In this time Russia brought in its artillery and Ukraine run out of artillery ammunition and kept

lines with men. I remember Sievierodonesk battles were around this time, Ukraine told it had

500 KIA per day, but it fast got howitzers from the West, Thus, let us estimate May as 500 KIA

for two weeks and 200 KIA for two weeks, meaning around 10,500 killed Ukrainians in this

month.

But then it got better, Ukraine had Western howitzers and HIMARSes, In June, July and August

Russians did not manage anything, Ukraine losses were around KIA per day.

Then started Ukraine offensive in Kherson. Russians run, they did not fight. So, Ukraine KIA in

September was still 50 KIA per day.

In October Ukraine pushed Russian elite troops in Kherson area, succeeded but had losses. KIA

in October was probably 100 KIA in a day.

In November Russians withdraw from West Kherson without a battle and nobody did anything.

Again, Ukrainian KIA 50 per day.

Lastly, in December started the Winter offensive, first by Wagner, not so well. Ukraine had c.

100 KIA per day in this month. And in January Ukraine had 150 KIA per day, which we know

because of the number of reservists that Ukraine mobilized.

Together, simply sum the KIA, you get 29,500 dead. That is 30,000 dead for Ukraine during this

war. But for Russia it is three times higher, or if you believe Ukraine, it is 129,000 dead

Russians. This Ukraine figure is very close to the Russian death toll in the Winter War, where

Finns lost 26,000. So, it can very well be quite correct. That is the way Russia fares war, not

caring one single bit of the life of its soldiers. But it may be that Pentagon is correct. If Pentagon

is correct, the Russian KIA is around 80,000.

If you cannot do addition and subtraction, then I cannot help you. These KIA figures are not

difficult to estimate, but naturally, if your group gets money from Putin, then you have to say

what he wants. But I have always only stood for the truth, not caring for money, because that is

what one should be, that is what you should be.

After the full-scale invasion of Russian troops into Ukraine on February 24, 2022, the topic of

the possible collapse of the Russian Federation into several independent states gained

popularity in Ukrainian and Western media. The amount of this speculation is increasing with

the success of the Ukrainian Armed Forces at the front and the problems that have arisen in the

Russian army.

In September 2022, when our military successfully managed to recapture the territory of

Kharkiv Oblast from the Russians, General Ben Hodges said that the world must be ready for

the collapse of the Russian Federation, comparing its potential collapse with the disintegration

of the USSR, for which the West was not ready.

So, I will explain my reply to Gomez. The USA is currently so strong in a military sense that it

cannot be defeated in a conventional war. But any occupier can be defeated by asymmetric war

provided that the defender is willing to take the very heavy costs this strategy may imply. These

costs are that once you start asymmetric war (guerilla war, terrorism, insurgencies etc.) the

occupied usually starts killing your civilians. The USA, however against the USA you are on this

site, is averse towards these customary methods to pacify a country. The USA does not make kill

lists and cleanings, like Nazi Germany did and Putin’s Russia does. But those are the ways to

increase the cost for any asymmetric resistance against the occupier. Therefore the USA can be

defeated by these means easier. They would not have defeated Nazi Germany, they did not

defeat the Soviet Union (which suppressed resistance of Eastern Europeans). But they do work

with the USA quite well. However, this has no relevance to winning or losing on the battle field.

The USA did not lose Vietnam on the battlefield. It did not lose Afghanistan on the battlefield. It

withdrew because already Machiavelli wrote that the occupier cannot stay very long in the

occupied area because costs go up. Either you have to turn to hard methods (like one country

occupying some Arab areas) or you have to finally leave. But as said, guerilla warfare is mostly

very hard for civilians, it is not really a good option even though it has worked in the long run.

I referred to a conventional war, not to an asymmetric war. Ukraine is fighting a conventional

war. It it gets weapons, and as it has a large enough population, it will not be defeated. This is

why Russia will not win this war. Ukraine is not advancing to Russia, so Russia will not be

forced to surrender, so Russia is not losing the war. But it will not win because Ukraine will not

lose either. As neither side wins, there will be a negotiated peace. But this peace negotiation may

give Ukraine area back to Ukraine, this may happen and will be seen. It is still does not mean a

Russian defeat, as Russia has not even been attacked. But it may mean Putin’s defeat as

Russians may not be happy with such a result.

Hope this explains. But my simple “no” should have explained it already, had you only thought

about it carefully.
